JOINT MEETING WITH ENGINEERS & SCIENTISTS OF MILWAU KEE (ESM)

Design of a Snowmaking System for Cross Country Ski Trails at Lapham Peak
State Forest

Cross country skiing is one of Wisconsin’s most popular winter activities, but a lack of snow and
warm temperatures reduces the duration and quality of the season. The Wisconsin DNR, along with
the Friends of Lapham Peak, came up with the idea to extend and improve the cross country ski
season at the Lapham Peak Unit of the Kettle Moraine State Forest by installation of a snowmaking
system for the park ski trails. The multi-phase project will result in snowmaking on about five
kilometers of trails, at an estimated cost of $750,000. The project is being funded by private
donations and grants, while the design is being prepared by volunteers. John McCarthy will talk
about the many technical challenges faced by the project, which included pond construction, wetland
avoidance, well and pumphouse construction; piping, hydrants, and electric power installation; and
snowmaking operations. The system completed to date has been used the last three years to make
snow for about one kilometer of trail, and has been the catalyst for a variety of exciting programs at
the park for kids and adults. Please join us for this fun and interesting presentation.
